Proposed Definitions:

Interpreter: An interpreter is a module that alternately decodes and executes every statement in some body of code. The Java interpreter decodes and executes Java Byte code [javasoft]

Just-in-Time compiler: A Just-in-time (JIT) compiler is a compiler used by an interpreter to, on-the-fly, transform a body of code (e.g., byte code) into native code for execution within an interpreted runtime environment. 

Ahead-of-Time compiler: An Ahead of time (AOT) compiler is a compiler that transforms a body of code (e.g., source code, byte code) into native code for future execution within an interpreted runtime environment.
