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There are three CRT requirement areas considered here:

1. (Non-EMC) Environmental Hardware

2. EMC Environmental Hardware

3. Quality Assurance and Configuration Management

(Non-EMC) Environmental Hardware
The non-EMC environmental hardware requirements in the next VVSG are definite candidates for retrofitting into VVSG2005.

Most of these “Next” requirements derive from predecessors in 2005.  The requirements in “Next” consist of the requirements in sections 6.4.3 (General Build Quality), 6.4.4 (Durability), 6.4.5 (Maintainability), 6.4.6 (Temperature and Humidity), and 6.4.7 (Equipment Transportation and Storage) in Part 1, and sections 5.1.4 (Non-Operating Environmental Testing) and 5.1.5 (Operating Environmental Testing) in Part 3.
From an overall technical content point of view, it would be possible to replace, relatively cleanly, the predecessor requirements in 2005 with the requirements above.  The 2005 requirements that would be replaced would include the Volume I sections 4.1.2.13 (Environmental Control – Operating Environment, 4.1.2.14 (Environmental Control – Transit and Storage), 4.2 (Physical Characteristics), and 4.3 (Design, Constructions, and Maintenance Characteristics).  Obviously, the “Next” requirements would need to be re-written to some extent, introductory and transitional material would need to be created or revised in 2005, and so on.
With respect to Volume II of 2005, sections 4.6 (Non-Operating Environmental Tests) and 4.7.1 (Temperature and Power Variation Tests), and 4.7.2 (Maintainability Test) would be replaced.  It should be noted that the most of the text in these sections was devoted to test materials, including detailed test scenarios, the equivalents of which were not included in “Next”.  However, the fact that we have 
a) been developing, as a separate task, these equivalent “Next” test scenarios, and 

b) have devoted some thought and planning to the possibility of subsequently retrofitting the “Next” scenarios to a 2005 context

should make it feasible for us to retrofit them into the 2005 specs themselves.
EMC Environmental Hardware

Section 4.8 in Volume II of 2005 references specific industry-developed test scenarios for what are now known as EMC requirements.  The complete draft of “Next” test materials for the EMC requirements will not be completed before early FY09.  Therefore, the “Next” EMC requirements would probably not be good candidates for the 2005 maintenance release.  If, however, the first 2005 maintenance release is followed by a second, EMC would, from timing, technical, and editorial perspectives, be a good candidate for that. 

Quality Assurance and Configuration Management

The requirements for Quality Assurance and Configuration Management are contained in specific chapters in 2005 (Volume I, Sections 8 and 9, and Volume II, Sections 2.6, 2.7, and 7).  There is little reference to QA and CM from the rest of the 2005 document.  Similarly, the “Next” QA and CM requirements, in Part 1, Section 6.4.2, Part 2, Chapter 2, and Part 3, Section 4.4, are essentially self-contained.  Additionally, the QA and CM material was, in fact, totally rewritten for “Next”, and does not in any way derive from the 2005 text.  Because of these factors, the “Next” QA/CM material would, at least from technical and editorial perspectives, be a good candidate for an especially straightforward and clean replacement into the 2005 VVSG.
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
