INTERAGENCY AGREEMENT
PURSUANT TO THE HELP AMERICA VOTE ACT

BETWEEN

THE NATIONAL INSTITUTE OF STANDARDS AND TECHNOLOGY

U.S. DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE

AND

THE U.S. ELECTION ASSISTANCE COMMISSION

1.0 Parties and Purpose

This Interagency Agreement (IA) establishes an agreement between the National Institute of Standards and Technology (NIST), U.S. Department of Commerce (DoC) and the U.S. Election Assistance Commission (EAC) to cooperate in matters related to the enactment of Public Law 107-252, the Help America Vote Act (HAVA).

2.0 Background

Congress passed and the President signed the Help America Vote Act of 2002 (HAVA) with a goal of establishing “minimum election administration standards for states and units of local government with responsibility for the administration of Federal elections.” HAVA establishes the EAC as an independent entity to carry out the provisions of HAVA including developing voluntary standards and providing policy guidance to assist the states in procuring voting systems. The Senate confirmed the four members of EAC in December 2003. HAVA states that EAC duties shall include:

1. 
Adopting voluntary voting system guidelines (VVSG); 

2. 
Providing for the testing, certification, decertification, and recertification of voting system hardware and software by accredited laboratories;

3. Accrediting laboratories approved and recommended by the Director of NIST; 

4.
Providing for the monitoring and review of accredited laboratories;
5.
Reviewing and updating the VVSG no less frequently than once every 4 years.

HAVA also establishes the Technical Guidelines Development Committee (TGDC) chaired by the Director of NIST. The original fourteen members of the TGDC were appointed by the EAC in June 2004. The duties of the TGDC included making initial recommendations to the EAC related to the adoption of voluntary voting system guidelines. The VVSG recommendations were delivered to the EAC in May 2005 in accordance with HAVA requirements. Also in May 2005, the EAC adopted Resolution 2005-01: Continuing Authorization of the Technical Guidelines Development Committee.
Congress has not passed a fiscal year 2007 (“FY 2007”) budget for the EAC, however the parties must establish an agreement for activities during FY 2007 despite the fact that there is a continuing resolution for funding during the current period.    The continuing resolution provides funding to EAC at the rate provided in fiscal year 2006 (“FY 2006”).  The FY 2006 budget, passed by Congress, provided funding to the EAC using the following language: “For necessary expenses to carry out the Help America Vote Act of 2002, $14,000,000, of which $2,800,000 shall be transferred to the National Institute of Standards and Technology for election reform activities, authorized under the Help America Vote Act of 2002.”  Following the appropriation, the Department of Defense Appropriations Act for FY06 (H.R. 2863) imposed a one percent reduction across the board to all government agencies.  Thus, the total FY 2006 appropriation with reduction was $2,772,000.
3.0 Authority

The authorities for DoC and the EAC to enter into this agreement are:

a. The Help America Vote Act of 2002, P.L. 107-252

b. 15 U.S.C. §271, 15 U.S.C. §272, and 15 U.S.C. §273, National Institute of Standards and Technology Act. 

4.0 Terms and Conditions

HAVA charges NIST with providing technical support to the TGDC. In addition, HAVA requires NIST to provide recommendations to the EAC of independent testing laboratories to accomplish the testing, certification, decertification and recertification of voting system hardware and software. Finally, HAVA states that NIST shall monitor and review, on an ongoing basis, the performance of the laboratories accredited by the EAC. 

 5.0  Tasks  

At the direction of the TGDC, NIST will research specific topics as defined herein, consult with TGDC members and subject matter subcommittees, and provide technical support to the TGDC so that the TGDC can submit timely VVSG recommendations to the EAC in accordance with HAVA.  NIST staff will assist in the writing of the recommendations, and observe policy positions expressed by the TGDC in adopted resolutions.  In addition, NIST will provide administrative support to the meetings and efforts of the TGDC and its subcommittees. 
Tasks 5.1 through 5.6 are provided for illustrative purposes only.  Tasks 5.1 through 5.3 below represent tasks that NIST has been requested to perform by the TGDC in furtherance of its development and refinement of future recommendations to the EAC.  NIST has been requested to perform tasks under 5.4 by the EAC in furtherance of its development of a laboratory accreditation program as required by HAVA. Task 5.5 represents secretariat services to the TGDC in development of future voluntary voting system guidelines. Task 5.6 involves legal services NIST will perform in the course of its execution of tasks 5.1 through 5.5. NIST has performed work on these tasks in accordance with the TGDC guidance and EAC approval during fiscal years 2005 and 2006. NIST will continue work on these tasks in accordance with this agreement and upon receipt of the total appropriated funding, as detailed in paragraph 6.0.

The EAC requested NIST to provide estimated minimum funding levels for each category of tasks included in this IA.  These estimates are subject to change as a result of resolutions that may be passed in future meetings of the TGDC, or by operation of TGDC Resolution #1-05.  In the event that either of these events causes a significant variation in a particular estimate, NIST will promptly notify the EAC.  NIST shall expend funds for tasks as assigned and prioritized in compliance with HAVA. The estimated minimum funding levels for the task categories, based on the $2,772,000 appropriation are:

The estimates for tasks 5.6 (test method and test suite development)  and  5.7 (legal services) are embedded in the other five tasks.  

5.1 Intramural research and development in establishing precise and testable specifications and corresponding testing methods or protocols applicable to voting systems: 

In support of the TGDC and its Core Requirements and Testing Subcommittee, NIST will:

- Review and analyze the VVSG, as adopted by the Election Assistance Commission, in order to produce testable requirements for future revisions of the VVSG; 

- Identify gaps in the current VVSG where new or different guidelines need to be developed;


- Draft core functional requirements for review, editing and approval by the TGDC;
- Categorize requirements into related groups of functionality that apply to different types of voting systems and devices; 
- Update the VVSG Conformance Clause for review, editing and approval by the TGDC;
- Continue development of a voting glossary; and
- NIST will work with Core Requirements and Testing TGDC Subcommittee (CRT) to complete draft of relevant portions VVSG 2007 for review by the full committee on March 22-23, 2007. As necessary, the CRT subcommittee will coordinate with HFP and STS during scheduled teleconferences.  The following CRT teleconferences are scheduled:  Thursday, January 11 at 11:00 a.m., Thursday, February 1 at 11:00 a.m., Thursday, February 15 at 11:00 a.m., Thursday, March 1 at 11:00 a.m., and Thursday, March 15 at 11:00 a.m.

5.2 Intramural research and development in cyber security guidelines applicable to voting systems:

In support of the TGDC and its Security and Transparency Subcommittee, NIST will provide cyber security subject matter technical expertise as defined herein.  For purposes of this IA, “cyber security” means security involving or relating to the hardware, software, firmware, interfaces, and communications of computers.  For purposes of this IA, computers used for voting will be examined.  NIST will:

- Maintain and update a web based voting threat analysis catalog;
- Complete recommendations for Voter Verifiable Paper Audit Trail (VVPAT) requirements for review, editing and approval by the TGDC; 
-Submit VVPAT recommendations to the EAC for inclusion in VVSG revisions; 

-Identify additional security requirements from the VVSG to be used as-is or with 
modification in VVSG revisions as well as test methodologies of electronic voting 
systems;  

-Identify gaps in the VVSG security requirements and propose recommendations to 
address the gaps to the TGDC; 


-Maintain procedures whereby NIST’s National Software Reference Library (NSRL) will 
accept and retain copies of certified voting software and firmware and generate digital 
signatures of such software and firmware;
-Develop security requirements to support setup validation of voting system software;
- NIST staff will work with Security and Transparency TGDC Subcommittee (STS) to complete draft of relevant portions VVSG 2007 for review by the full committee on March 22-23, 2007. As necessary, the STS subcommittee will coordinate with HFP and CRT during scheduled teleconferences.  The following CRT teleconferences are scheduled:  Tuesday, January 9 at 10:30 a.m., Tuesday, January 23 at 10:30 a.m., Tuesday, February 6 at 10:30 a.m., Tuesday, February 20 at 10:30 a.m., Tuesday, March 6 at 10:30 a.m., and Tuesday, March 20 at 10:30 a.m.


5.3 Intramural research and development in the role of human factors in the design and application of voting systems:

 In support of the TGDC and its Human Factors and Privacy Subcommittee, NIST will:

 
- Review and analyze the VVSG for usability and accessibility requirements and 
identify gaps; 

- Submit usability performance requirements to the TGDC for review, editing and 
approval; 

- Deliver usability performance requirement recommendations to the EAC; 

- Complete testing protocols for a small set of test ballots;

- Complete a trial to gather initial performance standards benchmarks and debug testing 
protocols; 
- NIST staff will work with the Human Factors and Privacy (HFP) TGDC Subcommittee to complete draft of relevant portions VVSG 2007 for review by the full committee on March 22-23, 2007.  As necessary, the HFP subcommittee will coordinate with STS and CRT during scheduled teleconferences.  The following CRT teleconferences are scheduled:  Friday, January 12 at 11:00 a.m., Friday, January 26 at 11:00 a.m., Friday, February 9 at 11:00 a.m., Friday, February 23 at 11:00 a.m., Friday, March 2  at 11:00 a.m., Friday, March 9 at 11:00 a.m., and Friday, March 16 at 11:00 a.m.

5.4 Recommendation to the EAC of independent non-Federal laboratories for the testing of voting system hardware and software:

NIST’s National Voluntary Laboratory Accreditation Program (NVLAP) will accredit independent, non-Federal laboratories that apply for accreditation and that meet all NVLAP and EAC requirements for accreditation.  The Director of NIST will recommend to the EAC lists of NVLAP-accredited laboratories to be recognized by the EAC to carry out the testing of voting systems during the first and second quarters of FY 2007.  

NVLAP will monitor and review, on an ongoing basis, the performance of the laboratories accredited by the Commission according to NVLAP procedures. Based on the NVLAP recommendation, the Director of NIST will recommend to the EAC that accreditation of a laboratory be continued, modified, or terminated.   NIST will recommend an appropriate time period for periodic review of the performance of accredited laboratories.

5.5 Secretariat services to the TGDC in support of the Executive Director of the EAC in the development of voluntary voting system guidelines:

 In support of EAC Resolution 2005-01: Continuing Authorization of the Technical Guidelines Development Committee, NIST will:

· Pay travel expenses and per diem for TGDC members to participate at public TGDC plenary meetings; 
· Provide administrative  and logistical support to the TGDC and its working subcommittees to allow the members to accomplish their required tasks under HAVA;
· Notify the EAC Executive Director in advance of public meetings of the TGDC as required by the Federal Advisory Committee Act;
· Provide the EAC designated Federal Officer with transcripts of all TGDC plenary sessions;  
· Maintain and update a public web page documenting activities of the TGDC and its working subcommittees;
· Submit monthly reports of TGDC related activities to the EAC Executive Director. 
5.6 Test Method and Test Suite Development
Development of test methods and test suites will be initiated for three focal points: Core Functionality, Cyber Security, and Human Factors. For each of these areas, NIST will determine applicable measurement techniques, testing approaches and testing protocols as well as initial development of  test suites and testing tools to determine that VVSG requirements are met.

5.7 Legal Services:
NIST will provide or arrange for the following legal services:

1.
General advising of NIST staff assigned to activities under subsections 5.1 through 5.7 of this IA;

2.
Advising of TGDC and TGDC subcommittee leadership regarding compliance with the Federal Advisory Committee Act;

3.
Drafting of TGDC meeting notice documents, which notices will be provided to the EAC General Counsel for publication;

4.
Review and legal clearance of public statements or press releases issued by the TGDC or NIST leadership;

5.
Advising of NIST staff regarding ownership and use of intellectual property proposed for inclusion in draft standards or other guidelines; and

6.
Review and legal clearance of technical recommendations made by NIST staff to TGDC.

The preceding list of legal services is exclusive, and no other services shall be rendered unless this IA is amended in writing.  The EAC remains responsible to provide legal advice and representation to the TGDC, with the exception of the services detailed in this paragraph 5.7.  NIST will not legally represent the TGDC, its subcommittees, or any of its members in litigation, except for the NIST Director.

6.0 Transfer of Funds

The U.S. Election Assistance Commission will transfer $231,000 to NIST via Standard Form 1151, Non-Expenditure Transfers on the fifteenth day of each month in the fiscal year.  For the months of October, November, and December 2006, EAC will make a consolidated payment of $693,000 within 30 working days following the date this agreement is signed.  A total of $2,772,000 will be transferred to NIST during FY 2007, as long as the EAC remains under continuing resolution.  If Congress passes a budget for FY 2007 that increases the amount of funding provided for the work conducted by NIST, EAC will increases the amount of monthly payments to account for the increased appropriation both with respect to payments made previously and future payments.

8.0 Duration of Agreement, Amendments and Modifications

8.1 Effective Date and Term.

This agreement will become effective when signed by both parties.  This agreement will remain in effect for the period beginning the effective date of this IA and ending September 30, 2007 (“FY 2007”) and may be renewed for two successive terms of one fiscal year upon written agreement of the parties. 

8.2 Amendments

This IA constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and replaces and supersedes any previous verbal or written agreements.  The terms of this IA may be amended upon written agreement of both parties.

8.3 Reporting.

NIST shall provide to EAC a monthly report on the activities conducted by NIST on each of the enumerated tasks in Sections 5.1 – 5.6, by task.  NIST shall provide a quarterly report to EAC regarding the use of funds transferred to NIST under this IA.

8.4 Subject to Funding.

Funds are not presently available for performance under this contract beyond February 15, 2007. The Government’s obligation for performance of this contract beyond that date is contingent upon the availability of appropriated funds from which payment for contract purposes can be made. No legal liability on the part of the Government for any payment may arise for performance under this contract beyond February 15, 2007, until funds are made available to the Contracting Officer for performance and until the Contractor receives notice of availability, to be confirmed in writing by the Contracting Officer.
