Dear Commissioner Davidson:

I want to make sure that NIST and the EAC have a mutual understanding of the current composition of the TGDC as well as time critical logistical issues related to a future meeting of the Committee.  I hope the following information will be useful to the EAC in planning for future involvement of the TGDC in review of the Voluntary Voting System Guideline (VVSG) recommendations.  
· The TGDC membership is incomplete.  
We are unaware of the replacement for Ms.  Sharon Turner-Buie. It is our understanding that Mr. Cem Kaner has not been formally vetted as the IEEE representative

· Time line for planning TGDC meetings.

5 Months:  Public plenary sessions of the TGDC require approximately a 5 month planning lead time to assure the availability of a quorum and to allow NIST to arrange facilities and resources for the meeting.

2 Months: In order for a productive plenary session, NIST staff will need to coordinate with the TGDC subcommittees to review and approve meeting materials no less than 2 months in advance of the public meeting. 

1 Month: The announcement of TGDC subcommittee teleconferences and the TGDC plenary meeting will require Federal Register Notices, at least 1 month in advance of the selected dates.


As always, NIST staff will work closely with the EAC to ensure successful involvement of the TGDC in further review of the VVSG, as appropriate. We look forward to mutual resolution of outstanding issues in the next few months.
